To coincide with the National Business Aviation Association (NBAA) 

annual meeting in October, Bombardier unveiled two new aircraft to 

join its Global Express family of large ultra long range jets.

 Slated to enter service in 2016, 

the Global 7000 will carry 10 

passengers up to 13,520km. Its 

smaller sister ship, the Global 

8000, will transport up to 8 pass-

engers over 14,631km, with first 

deliveries expected in 2017. Both 

new Globals will offer a new high-

speed transonic wing and will be 

powered by GE TechX engines. 

According to Bombardier Business 

Aircraft president, Steve Ridolfi: 

‘The Global 7000 and Global 8000 

jets will give our customers the 

ability to reach more destinations 

non-stop than ever before, deliver-

ing unprecedented levels of per-  

formance, flexibility, and comfort.’

 Also at the NBAA, Cessna 

announced a major upgrade and 

revamp of its largest corporate jet, 

the Citation X. The renamed 

Citation Ten will offer more space 

for passengers through a fuse-

lage extension, boast elliptical wing- 

lets and up-rated Rolls Royce 

AE3007C2 turbofans along with a 

new avionics suite. The first flight 

of this version is scheduled for 

December 2011, with certification 

in early 2013 and service entry 

in the third quarter of that year.

Malta Aircraft Registry Changes
Major changes to the Maltese Aircraft Registry were unveiled at the 

‘Flying the Flag of  Confidence‘  conference held in London in October.

 The Aircraft Registration Act 

was passed into law on 1 Octo-

ber and aims to attract corporate 

and private aircraft owners to 

register their aircraft in Malta. 

As a full member of  the Euro-

pean Union, Malta has set out to 

make it easier to register air-  

craft on the island by simplifying 

the process. Among a host of  

changes, under the new legisla-

tion Malta has taken steps to 

widen the scope for potential 

registrants and provide additional 

security to lenders by ratifying 

the Cape Town Convention.

The Phenom 100 made its first flight in 

July 2007 and the first production 

example was delivered to a customer in 

December 2008. The Phenom 100 is one 

of  a new generation of  ‘Very Light Jets’ 

designed as entry level aircraft to be 

operated by a single pilot. By the end of  

September 2010 nearly 170 aircraft had 

been delivered.

 Embraer is also offering a larger 

version of  the aircraft. The Phenom 300, 

also flown by one pilot, seats up to nine 

passengers and has recently been 

delivered to its first customer.

The 63rd NBAA Annual Meeting & Convention was held in Atlanta 

from 19 to 21 October. With close to 1,100 exhibitors, a static park of  

93 aircraft and over 24,000 registered attendees, this year’s show 

was judged a great success with many pundits pointing to ‘green 

shoots’ of  recovery in the industry. 

 Major announcements from 

Bombardier, Cessna and Hawker 

Beechcraft were matched by a 

large order from fractional 

operator NetJets for up to 125 

Phenom 300 aircraft. 

 In addition, Gulf-stream dis- 

played its new G650 ultra long 

range jet and its G250 made the 

transatlantic crossing from the 

factory in Israel on its inter- 

national debut.  

New EU Rules

 The proposed changes would 

require pilots who completed flight 

training in the US, but who are 

based in Europe, to receive a 

licence from EASA in order to fly in 

EU member states. It is claimed 

that, under these rules, pilot 

certificates and instrument ratings 

issued by the US Federal Aviation 

Administration (FAA) would be 

effectively invalidated with crews 

forced to retrain and recertify. The 

new rules are due to come into 

effect in April 2012. As we went to 

press, it was announced that a 

vote on the proposals would be 

delayed until December this year 

to allow for further discussions.  

Amid a storm of  protest from US authorities, lobby groups, pilots and 

owners, the European Aviation Safety Agency (EASA) has proposed 

a set of  new rules which would fundamentally impact American 

crews and aircraft based in Europe.
